National Reconcilation Week 2007 
 
In the last issue of NewsBitz I wrote about the  
vibrancy and diversity of education at Calrossy. A 
wonderful example of this was last week’s       
celebration led by our indigenous students who 
were inspired and mentored by Hanna Mahony 
and Roz Dalley. Both assemblies and our chapel 
service were devoted to increasing in all of us an 
awareness of relevant issues and the contributions 
made to our campus by our Aboriginal students. 
The festivities included a film evening, cake stall, 
dance and music. We were treated to a number of 
virtuoso performances on didgeridoo by Mitch 
Firth. 
 
Some quotes from Friday’s assembly: 
 
Amy: Myself, my sisters, brothers and aunties  
present would like to extend a big thank you for 
your respect and reflection throughout this week. 
Thank you for allowing us to share some of our 
culture, our past and, hopefully, our future. 
Kaycee: We look forward to sharing more of our 
culture with you. We are excited about our new 
Gathering Room, N2, where we welcome all    
people to come and visit and learn more about our 
culture. 
Lauren:The money you helped us raise is being 
put towards our Senior Indigenous Enculturation 
Tour. This tour is taking place during the July holi-
days and I, along with five other senior indigenous 
students, will be taking part. We will be spending 
a week working in a remote community in Arnhem 
Land and we will be experiencing first hand the 
hardships of our fellow brothers and sisters. 
Bianca: We would also like to extend a special 
thank you to Mitch Firth who has made this week 
a success by sharing with us his traditional music. 
 
A highlight of the week was the speech given by 
our Year 12 student, Kaleesha Morr is, which I 

would like to share with the whole Calrossy           
community. Kaleesha spoke eloquently and        
passionately about the concerns and hopes of her 
people.

Kaleesha’s Address at Chapel: 
 

The Future Direction of Reconciliation Australia 
 

First of all, I would like to acknowledge the        
traditional custodians of this land, the Gammoroy 
people, and pay my respects to those elders both 
past and present. 
 
For those who don’ t already know me, my name is 
Kaleesha Morris. And I am proud to say that I am of 
both Aboriginal and Torres-Strait Islander descent. 
 
I’m here before you today to talk about the ‘Future 
Direction of Reconciliation in Australia’ , Student to 
Student. 
 
But, before I begin, I feel that I may need to help 
clear up an issue that has been a contentious topic of 
discussion over the past week, and that is, the  
meaning of ‘Sorry Day’ . 
 
Sorry Day was not created to attempt to get non-
indigenous people to take the blame for what has 
happened in the past and apologise.  Rather, as Noel 
Pearson once said “we simply ask you to open your 
hearts a bit” . We ask you to try to understand what 
our people went through, and sympathise WITH us. 
It is not only until we understand and learn from the 
past, can we move forward together to achieve     
reconciliation. 
 
And so I start now, by telling you a snippet of the 
history of Aboriginal Australia. 
 
The Australian Aboriginal race is said to be one of 
the most ancient, if not the most oldest race in the 
world.   For the last 50,000+ years Aboriginal peo-
ple have occupied, respected and sustained this 
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other nation of people who call Australia home 
and walk together as ONE people. 
 
This is the process of Reconciliation. 
 
What reconciliation has to achieve is a state of     
mutual respect. We must substitute misunderstand-
ing and conflict, for understanding, respect and 
peace with one another.  It’s about building and   
developing a relationship based on equality,      
fairness and co-operation. 
 
As an indigenous youth of this country, I feel that 
we ALL owe it to our past generations, to          
acknowledge and learn from our past, so that we 
can move forward and lead this country as a wiser 
generation. 
 
Our generation is so fortunate. 
 
Right in front of us we’ re witnessing the face of a 
nation changing….where multi-culturalism is in its 
prime, but our very own Aboriginal people are still 
struggling. 
 
WE have rights and opportunities that can make 
change, and more importantly, we can make a   
difference.  And so you ask yourself “what can I 
do to help”  and as a fellow young Australian I say 
this… Look to your Aboriginal people, ask     
questions listen and learn, and most importantly, 
we ask you to Open Your Hearts a bit. 
 
I do feel the road towards reconciliation is a long 
one, but it is one that is also very steady, and my 
people and I look forward to the future with great 
hope and enthusiasm. 
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great land we all call home. 
 
But for the last 200 years since European settlement, 
Aboriginal Australia has withstood substantial blows 
to both its people and its unique culture. 
 
The sad truth is Aboriginal people have not only 
been submitted to, but SURVIVED past government 
policies, such as dispersal, protection, segregation, 
assimilation and integration, all of which imposed 
consequential, devastating effects on the Aboriginal 
people. 
 
Effects such as the decreasing of their population, 
partial and sometimes complete loss of their culture 
and heritage, dispossession from both their land and 
their people, and the list goes on. But what is most 
devastating, is the after-effects on its present       
generations, we deal with cyclic structures of       
violence, sickness and depression. 
 
But despite all of this, the Australian Aborigine is 
still here.   
 
We’ve come a very long way, from fighting for   
survival, human rights, citizenship rights, land 
rights, and now we’ re fighting for reconciliation. 
 
We derive our identity from our families, our people 
and our culture.  A lot of our ancestors have died so 
we could maintain our culture, and what a wonderful 
culture we have to share. 
 
The past is very much still a part of us and the    
healing process requires much recognition, grieving, 
and healing to enable us to take the hands of every
