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FROM THE HEAD OF  
CALROSSY CAMPUS  
At Calrossy we work towards developing the 
whole person: their intellectual, social and     
emotional well-being. This inevitably creates some 
tensions specifically between the natural instinct of 
teachers, which is to want students in the       
classroom to maximise teaching and learning    
opportunities (and, consequently, results)          
particularly for Years 10 and 12, and the many 
other activities  schools are called upon to do.  If 
we were to list the many extra activities we have 
been involved in recently and are about to be     
involved in, most parents would be amazed. Add 
the ones we don’ t do and you would find the     
opportunities mind boggling. 
 
Just to name one dilemna: we have been asked 
by a few parents why we did not take Year 10 to 
the Rotary Careers Expo as well as Years 11 and 
12.  It was considered, but our decision was to 
send Years 11 and 12, the years for which there 
would be maximum benefit.  
 
Year 10 and some Year 11 girls attended the     
motivational Brilliant Attitudes forum last week. 
The other Year 11’s were on a Biology and Earth 
and Environmental Science excursion. We are   
investigating sending some students to Armidale 
for Steps to the Future, another day of               
motivational talks. Year 10 also have the Science 
and Engineering Challenge this week. The jury is 
still out on the value of this type of activity as   
opposed to work in the classroom. It is a dilemna 
we will never solve because, as parents and      
educators, we all want the best for the girls. 
 
Another of the age old dilemnas of education is 
homework: how much, what kind, when, where? 
At Calrossy we take the view that homework is 
important partly to assist students with developing 
good habits for senior school. However, one of the 
most important things that students should learn in 
school is how to learn because what they learn  
today is going to be outmoded so much faster       

tomorrow. To quote from a recent Sydney Morning 
Herald article by Thomas Friedman – “The first 
place you learn how to learn is from a great teacher 
and the first place you learn how to love how to 
learn is from a great teacher, which is why teaching 
is even more important than ever.  
 
The second thing I tell my students is a little kind of 
mathematical formula: CQ + PQ > IQ. That is:    
curiosity quotient plus passion quotient is always 
greater than intelligence quotient. Give me a young 
person with a high curiosity quotient and a real    
passion quotient for learning and I’ ll take this over 
the kid with high intelligence quotient seven days a 
week.”  
 
Whether one agrees with this or not it is an           
interesting perspective and as a maths teacher, the 
equation appealed to me! 
 
We aim to provide a quality educational              
environment for every student and most parents 
would probably agree that education today is quite 
different from their own experience. It certainly is 
different from my own “one size fits all”  education.  
 
Vibrancy in education is another term I came 
across recently in an article about the tone and 
mood of a school – the colour, the buzz, the relaxed 
vibrancy of a school. How does this affect the    
quality of education? 
 
One pertinent example of Calrossy vibrancy was the 
annual house music competition: a wonderful 
achi evement and l earni ng experi ence.                
Congratulations to the Year 12 girls who led and 
inspired their House and to the individual and small 
group performers. We certainly have a very talented 
group of performers and we were entertained with 
items ranging from country to classic! 
 
A busy time is upon us with various eisteddfod 
events already in progress as well as practice for the 
musical at the end of the term. Staff and students

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ANNIE’S ANZAC DAY 
Year 12 student, Annie Anderson, spent Anzac Day 
at one of the most important sites of Australia’s 
World War II history: Sandakan in Borneo. Annie 
was named RSL-ADF Cadet of the Year and the 
trip was part of this honour. 
 
Some excerpts from a speech Annie will soon be    
delivering to the RSL:  “We first went to Kota Ki-
nabalu and then around the states of  Sabah and 
Ranau. The Anzac Day    service was very moving, 
just 100 metres away was the place where 264 men 
were killed as they were too unfit to survive the 
death march. It was a very haunting experience to 
be in places where these  soldiers had been tortured 
and killed. Standing in the places where these men 
had stood years before was a very daunting experi-
ence for all of us. At home we  talk about honour-
ing the war dead and often the men are remembered 
as heroes. They were not there to be heroes but they 
do want to be remembered. 
 
The story of the death marches in Borneo is not  

always told in schools today and many adults also  
do not know much about this part of the war. Many 
of the cadets who were with me were really shocked 
to learn what had happened. They know far more 
about Gallipoli. 
 
I certainly did not realise how close the Japanese 
came to Australia. Our tour guide told us that     
Borneo really was a stepping stone to Australia. 
When you look at a map, the mass of land between 
Japan and Australia is the little island of Borneo, 
which harboured so much fighting in the war for 
Australia’s sake.”  
 
Calrossy is very proud of  Annie and her many 
achievements. This trip was a fantastic experience 
for her and is one to which justice cannot be done in 
this short article. I am sure that Annie will continue 
to spread the word and be a wonderful ambassador 
for  Calrossy  and the cause of  increasing our        
understanding of  this part of  history. Well  done, 
Annie.
