As you will be aware, the results of the NAPLAN essments held earlier this year have
been forwarded to the school and to parents. Galrpsrformed well overall in Maths and
English and are still above the average for thie sta

It is important to remember that this assessmeonlg one assessment, on one day, over a



long period of your child’s schooling. At a recgnéttended conference the speaker, who
had a part in actually designing the NAPLAN testspphasised that, for individual
students, these tests should not necessarily beedoat as a true indication of a child’s
overall ability. If a particular child had otherctars affecting their performance on that day,
the result of the NAPLAN testing might not be up #@ochild's usual standard of
performance. Something as simple as practisingesiqus NAPLAN test, can alter the
result of an assessment in comparison to a schberenthis has not been done. It is
essential that these results be read in conjunetitinthe results your child is receiving in
normal class assessments. Remember too that saldeechdo not perform well in any
tests and yet they may actually be quite capahldesits. There are different ways of
assessing a student’s knowledge and this is dooagh a variety of assessment methods.

As a staff we are looking closely at the resultshef NAPLAN assessments and putting
strategies in place (if they are not already théoepssist students to improve areas of
weakness and to support more capable studentshéisaocn both the English and Maths
staffs (and Primary staff) have undertaken or amdettaking an analysis of the data
provided by the NAPLAN testing. The results of théssts are also useful to other faculties
besides Maths and English, as some of the condembti just confined to these subjects.
With this in mind, we will be sharing our analy$ these tests with other Heads of
Department to enable them to better teach indivistuglents.
