In March all Year 9 students from both campusesndttd a Questacon Smart Moves
presentation. The travelling exhibition illustratedamples of cutting edge science and
technology through demonstrations and film clipgafiples of young students who had
succeeded in developing an original idea throughinplementation were shown,
encouraging students to think creatively in theplecation of scientific concepts.

Year 12 Biology and Chemistry students participaiteca hands-on workshop in May,
conducted by CSIRO Education at Calrossy. In theeGBchnology Workshop students
performed a gel electrophoresis experiment. Thigeggnce provided students with the
opportunity to carry out specific practical skilssociated with this experiment and cover
content from the Stage 6 syllabus of both subjects.

On the same day Year 8 and 10 students from botipuses attended a Cool Chemistry
Show also presented by CSIRO Education. The showodstrated some spectacular
reactions, with some often unexpected results. @uy¢opics from acid-base reactions to
catalysts and oxidation, most of the conceptstritued were from the Science syllabus and
all activities engaged the students. The chemigalriescence reaction was particularly im-
pressive.

Our Year 12 Physics class travelled to U.N.E wHédre University of Sydney conducted a
Kickstart Workshop for H.S.C. Physics students. T&tedents were guided through

numerous experiments from the Stage 6 Physicalmsdlby University staff, often with the

opportunity for hands-on manipulation of the equamt The program has a focus on taking
the specialist equipment and lecturers to ruralresnwith great success.

Our students also competed in the ICAS Science ettigm in May. This year the
competition was largely by self-nomination of stotde particularly in the senior years, and
it was pleasing to see the high number of studamtdved in this worthwhile experience.

Finally, 32 of our Year 10 girls will be travelling Newcastle to compete in the Science
and Engineering Challenge Final in late Augustlofeing their first placing in the local
round of the competition in March.
