(trial for Semester 2, 2009)

Purpose of homework

Homework Is an essential part of a student’s oVkratning and development:
Homework complements the work covered in classsandes to consolidate a student’s
understanding of concepts and acquisition of skills
Homework enables students to develop independemhifey skills away from the
structured supervision of the classroom.
Homework encourages students to develop organmsatnal planning skills and time
management.
Homework facilitates a sense of responsibility tudgnts and provides opportunities to
become self motivated when striving to achieve gjoal
Homework enables students to work at their own pace

Homework provides a powerful context within whiah develop life long learning skills
that are considered vital for further educationrknand everyday life.



Homework environment
To complete homework successfully students shoane h
A work area that is well lit, quiet (though it isaptable for students to listen to music
which is not too loud as many seem to be able hoceatrate and listen at the same time)
and able to be left messy and returned to overiagef time.
The television off.
A routine time to work.
Their diary and timetable in front of them.
A plan of what needs to be done and by when.
Encouragement and approval from parents.

Homework vs. Study

There is a significant difference between homevan# study. Study is the learning of set
content before examinations or tests. Unlessaestuhas had a specific or severe problem
with an area of their work it is most effective study in the two weeks leading up to an
examination or test period. Study for the sake sofnething to do tends to be
counterproductive and resented by students untess ts an immediate goal in mind. The
most effective use of study time is to engage tivadearning, eg. writing out formulae,
guotes etc. which need to be memorised, practisgafal questions, writing summaries.

Time doing homework
The school is mindful that students have a widgeaof interests and demands on their
lives outside of school and some travel for uprtdcnaur and a half to and from school. The
time spent completing homework a night should bemusib

Years 7/8 Maximum 60 minutes (20 minutes eachesily 3)

Years 9/10 Between 60-90 minutes (30 minutes ealgjest x 3)

Years 11/12 120 minutes plus

At the start of each year or on enrolment studarggyiven a school homework diary, which
they are expected to use as a record of set horkeamal as a tool to organise their work.
To help support the students and ensure a balanoet] a structured pattern of homework
has been created for students in years 7 to 1€enawill know in advance what subjects
are to be completed each night, the students waitehmanageable tasks and teachers can
accurately monitor students who are struggling.

Teachers should use these figures as a ceilingeoguantity of homework given. Students
should regularly be told that they are expecteddd< for up to that amount of time out of
class and that if genuine work has been occuronghfat time and the task is not completed
that they have our permission to stop at that pasnive do not wish their whole lives to be
spent doing school work.

It is a significant sacrifice many boarder familea® making in ‘giving’ their daughters to
the school for many weeks on end. Leave weekenesth@mrefore an important time
together for many of these families. As such, important teachers of students in Years 7-



10 do not send students home on a leave weekeondjaibto spend most of it at a desk
rather than enjoying their family relationships. fius end teachers should not make
assignments due, or set a class test, for theaftgrsa leave weekend. It is preferable, even
If students request otherwise, to have the assessiate before the leave weekend. Similar
consideration should be given to the holidays tghawt the year and the need for students
in Years 7-10 to have time to refresh and be retlesf the normal school pressures.

Conseguences for not doing homework

All teachers are expected to check homework ang keeecord of completion/non-
completion of homework. This information is usey teachers to help determine a
student’s effort indications on their report. I§tdent cannot, for any reason, complete his
homework a note should be sent to his/her teaclyerthk parent/guardian. It is
counterproductive for a student to persist wittagktthat they are unable to do. Students
are encouraged to make a genuine attempt at amas#o the best they possibly can within
a reasonable amount of time. There is a significhffierence between a student who
attempts the work and one who doesn’t bother at™Hilis is where parents play a key role
of encouraging and supporting their child in strigyto do the best they can at all times.

A student not completing homework without good osasnay expect the following to
happen:

He/she may be asked to hand in the work the ngxt da

He/she may be asked to stay in during lunchtimetoplete the work not done at home.
If a student persistently does not do homeworldhbisparents will be contacted and he/
she may be asked to do an afternoon detention.

Homework Pattern

Year 7-10 students are expected to undertake %omessf homework each week. Some
students will, for example, work the 5 week nights they can have the weekend free.
Others, due to sport or job commitments, may haver 2 weeknights of not doing
homework and make up for this with sessions omwmtiekend.

The plan following on the next page allows studemfgears 7-10 to effectively spread their
time between the main subjects where homeworkbgiket.

Students in instrumental/ensemble programs shaalctipe a minimum of 15 min., 3 times
per week.
