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It can be a daunting task taking on something new. A new job, a new house, a new town, a 
new friendship group – all of these can be very challenging and scary. On the other hand, 
staying just the way we are, while being quite comfortable, may mean we don’t get the best 
out of life. Maybe by meeting these new challenges head on, we experience greater         
satisfaction than if we had stayed where we were. 
 

Of course, I am writing this from a personal perspective. As you may or may not know, I am 
an extremely organised person. I don’t say that pridefully, it is a gift I have been given and I 
find it easy to operate in a structured environment. I was well suited to the Assistant Head 
of Campus role. It was all about organising, organising, organising. The prospect of this 
new acting HOC role was not something I was facing with any great confidence. I knew it 
would involve unplanned days, interruptions, dealing with students and parents and in some 
cases, making it up as I go along. It’s not the sort of job which can be described in a few 
words. You’d think after fifteens year of being at Calrossy, nothing would faze me and I’d 
know all there is to know. Not so! 
 

However (yes, you knew it was coming), this new role has shown me many things; things 
about this school I didn’t appreciate and things about myself I didn’t know.  We live, work 
and learn in a wonderful environment. As I show prospective students around I see students 
learning everything from English to Dance to Flight (making kites); beautiful grounds 
which are obviously well taken care of; an organised, well presented kitchen, dining room 
area; a boarding area which is representative of any teenager’s bedroom (well a relatively 
neat one anyway); staff who share on a professional as well as personal level and much, 
much more. Coming from a class teacher background, I have come to appreciate all those 
“other things” that students do, which go into making this such a special school.    Seeing 
the “bigger picture” has given me a better understanding of what it really means to educate 
a child. So instead of looking at the time my students are out of class doing “other things” 
as a bad thing, I can now see how beneficial it is for them and for the school.  Something 
which was a negative has now been turned into a positive; something I would never have 
discovered if I’d stayed where I was. 
 

As for me, I’ve realised I have a lot of other gifts besides being organised! I won’t go into 
detail but I am finding that all those things I thought I couldn’t do, I am actually not bad at 
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and I get better with practice. I would never have discovered this if I didn’t step up and take 
on a new challenge. 
 

I’ve been working with our Indigenous girls this week, preparing for Reconciliation Week 
and have come to realise the challenges they face. It would be so easy for them to give up 
and not bother. I am inspired by their enthusiasm and drive. 
 

On Wednesday I watched our girls striving to jump higher and longer, run faster and longer 
and throw further at our athletics carnival. Many girls came to me during the day, proudly 
boasting of their improvements. They had every right to feel proud for pushing themselves-
beyond their normal expectations. 
 

There are many challenges we face in life, some small, some big. If we do nothing else for 
our girls, we should encourage them to face those challenges head on; nothing is so big that 
it stops us in our tracks. We might pause for a while but we soon pick ourselves up and get 
going again. How can we best do that as parents? Probably the best way is to model this 
sort of approach ourselves but even better is to encourage our girls to look outside         
themselves to see more than their own little sphere of existence. Serving others is a great 
way of putting our own lives in perspective. 
 

Thank you to all the support I have received over the last couple of weeks from students, 
staff and parents. It is encouraging to know that I can count on your patience and              
understanding. 
 

Reconciliation Week: Began last Wednesday 27th, Reconciliation Week is being celebrated 
here at Calrossy in different ways. Jess Duncan delivered an encouraging talk on the       
progress made towards reconciliation and shared a song with the girls at an assembly. They 
also presented this at the William Cowper Primary assembly. Kelsey Strasek-Barker will 
share a song at our weekly Chapel service and other activities are planned over a period of 
time to encourage students to work towards a more harmonious relationship with all groups 
within the school. 
 

The 
weather was magnificent and students were enthusiastic and energetic in their participation. 
Congratulations to the girls who did take part, whether it was in an event or helping out in 
some other way. Thank you also must go to the staff and Mark Gallienne who put in an 
enormous effort to make sure the day went smoothly.

GOVERNMENT’S PROPOSED CHANGES TO INCOME SUPPORT FOR         
STUDENTS 
The key changes proposed in the budget papers are as follows: 
1.  Parental Income Test 
 From 1 January 2010 the Parental Income Test (PIT) threshold for students applying 
 for Youth allowance or Abstudy will be increased from $32,800 to $42,559 per        
 annum and will reduce by 20 cents for each dollar above $42,559. 
2.  Age of Independence 
 The current age of independence will be reduced from 25 years to 22 years over 3 
 years starting in 2010. 
3.  Workforce Participation Criteria 
 From 1 January 2010 the criterion for financial independence for Youth Allowance 
 and Abstudy will be tightened requiring that a young person has worked for a 
 minimum of 30 hours a week for at least 18 months in a two-year period.  All existing 
 student income support recipients will be “grandfathered” so that no existing 
 recipient would be disadvantaged by this change. 
4. Personal Income Test 
 The personal income threshold for students receiving income support payments will

 be increased from $236 to $400 per fortnight effective 1 January 2011.  The threshold 
 will also be indexed for the first time. 
5.  Masters by Coursework 
 From 2012 students enrolled in all masters by coursework programs will be eligible 
 to apply for income support in the same way students enrolled in lower level courses 
 may apply. 
6. Student Start-Up Scholarship 
 A new Student Start-Up Scholarship of $2254 in 2010 will apply to all students 
 receiving income support and will be indexed thereafter.  The allowance replaces the 
 current Commonwealth Education Cost Scholarship and will be paid in two            
 instalments at the commencement of each semester. 
7. Relocation Scholarship 
 From 1 January 2010 a Relocation Scholarship will be available to youth allowance 

and Abstudy students at university who are dependents who have to live away from 
the family home for study, as well as independent students who are disadvantaged by 
personal and relationship circumstances.  The Relocation Scholarship will provide 
$4000 for students in their first year at university and $1000 in each year thereafter 
and will be indexed.

END OF TERM TRAVEL 
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Cyberbulling is a form of bullying which uses computer technology or mobiles phones.  It 
occurs in emails, chatrooms, social networking websites, instant messaging, internet      
websites and SMS.  It includes the following types of behaviours: 
Teasing, spreading rumours, sending unwanted messages, making fun of others, and     
sending cruel or threatening messages. 
 
How to stop Cyberbullying 
1. Talk to Someone.  Cyberbulling can make its victim feel alone and isolated.  If you are 

a victim, talk to a friend, teacher, parent or trusted adult.  This can be the first step in 
stopping the bullying. 

2. Keep a Record.  Although this may be painful, keep a record of the bullying.  If        
possible print a copy of an offending message or write it out.  Make sure you include the 
date and time of the message.  This can help you or the police identify the perpetrator. 

3. Contact your Internet Service Provider or Mobile Phone Company.  They can help 
you block messages or call from a particular number or account. 

4. Lodge a Complaint with the Website.  Many sites have areas where you can lodge a 
complaint or ask for offending material to be withdrawn. 

5. Don't reply to Bullying Messages. Ignore the messages.  When you reply to a message 
you are giving the bully what they want and the bullying will continue and can escalate.  
If you don’t reply the bully may leave you alone. 

6. Change your Contact Details. If the bullying persists, you may consider getting a new 
user name for the Internet, a new e-mail account, or a new mobile phone number and 
only give the details out to your closest friends. 

7. Keep your Username and Passwords Secret.  Keep your personal information private 
so that other cannot use or abuse them. 

8. Contact the Police.  If messages are threatening or serious get in touch with the police.  
Cyberbullying, if it's threatening, is illegal.

Leigh Wilson – in charge of IT operations (hardware) for both campuses, gave a brief    
outline of IT personnel’s expertise and explained how National Computer Funding was used 
across the school.

Computers are spread across both campuses. IT staff complete all in-house maintenance 
themselves unless equipment is under warranty. 
2. The second round of National Computer Funding provided the school with 57 new  com-

puters – requirement was that these computers be available for use by Years 9 to 12  stu-
dents.  There is the need for an extra computer lab on Brisbane Street Campus,    there-
fore 26 new computers set aside for new lab – awaiting room allocation.   Art Dept also 
received 6 new computers. The remainder of new computers allocated to Senior lab at 
William Cowper campus. Older computers replaced by new ones used to replace even 
older computers which had been affecting efficiency of whole network. There has also 
been an upgrade to the networking system between both campuses.  Cabled network 
pipe size increased, therefore faster download available. 

A question was raised re the use of wireless broadband for the school.  Leigh responded that 
the balance between cost, duty of care and access requirements meant it was advisable to 
stay with present system. Present system allows for tight filtering to protect students and is 
also encrypted to keep within the bounds of the campuses.   The Year 11 study room was 
not upgraded in latest rollout.
