He even godar as to say that we are educating
people out of their creativity. This begs the guestWhat is creativity?”. Robinson defines
it as “the process of having original ideas thatehaalue”, with the emphasis being placed
on the thinking process. He puts forward the vikat,tif you are not prepared to be wrong,
then you will never come up with anything origin@leative capacity and a preparedness to
take risks are two qualities that we have workedasrmany years at Calrossy but, in this
age of “a one size fits all education”, increasaggountability, national testing and talk
about league tables for schools, are we losing sifjthis critical aspect of education and
others?

Another interesting report was, for example, the onthe Northern Daily Leader on July
28 with the headlineTeachers Make 8% of Difference: Tvstudy”. This was a report on a
UNE research project by Professor Brian Byrne wiunél that teaching quality accounts
for 8% of the variation in a child’s early years sifhooling. His research shows that the
difference between twins in different classes latneely low. While this research certainly
does not involve older students it is interestiogdflect on the difference that individual
teachers may make for high school students. Tleher research that shows that for
student learning, and success, 60% relates tottlers (eg ability, effort, motivation,
parent involvement), 30% to the classroom teachdrl®% to other staff (head of faculty,
principal, support staff).
